Receiving will be Monday, October 18" from 5 to 7pm at the Livestock Pavilion, and removal will be Sunday, October 25"
from 7:00pm to 8:30 pm. Please use Livestock entrance and do not drive into/under the pavilion. The State Inspector will be
available during these times only to inspect the birds, please keep birds in their portable cages until they are inspected. Birds that
arrive at any other time will be asked to leave the premises. The Fair Association reserves the right to refuse entry to any fowl that
appears to be sick, diseased or infected with lice or mites. Any fowl disqualified by the judges must be removed immediately by the
exhibitor. All other entries must remain for the duration of the Fair. Exhibitors must make their own arrangements for delivery and
pickup of birds.

e Poultry and Fow! will be limited to the first 90 entries

e Poultry and Fowl must be brought to the fair in a ventilated container and may not be removed until the inspection is
completed, then they may be placed directly into their cages by the Exhibitor only. The Fair is not responsible for
the storage or safety of cages/carriers left at the fair. Exhibitors must make their own arrangements for delivery and
pickup of birds.

e ONCE THE BIRDS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED, EXHIBITORS MAY NOT RELOCATE THEIR BIRDS, OR OTHER EXHIBITORS
BIRDS WITHOUT PRIOR APPROVAL AND PERSONAL PARTICIPATION OF THE SUPERINTENDENT.
No signs or unauthorized cards are to be placed on the cage except by the official superintendent.
Dividers/partitions are the responsibility of the fowl owner to protect their fowl.

POULTRY AND FOWL EXHIBITION CLASSES

Exhibitors will be limited to two (2) entries per class, per breed. Divisions will be classified as follows:

Youth COCK A male bird of 12 months of age or over Youth COCKEREL A male bird 6 to 12 months of age
Youth HEN A female bird of 12 months of age or over Youth PULLET A female bird 6 to 12 months of age
ROSETTES AND AWARDS

ROSETTES: Will be awarded to the Best Cock, Cockerel, Hen, and Pullet for Standard and Bantam Poultry. Best
Waterfowl, Best Turkey, and Best Miscellaneous Fowl. No rosette given to Cloverbuds.

AWARDS: Awards will be available on Saturday the 24™ following the Costume Contest.
e 1 (one) Best of Show Standard Trophy and 1 (one) Best of Show Bantam Trophy will be awarded; these will
only be available if the Youth is also participating in the Showmanship Division.
e Cloverbuds will receive green participation ribbons.

Rules: Poultry and Fowl

1. ELIGIBILITY OF EXHIBITOR: Qualified 4-H, FFA ages 5 to 18 years
v of age, (as of September 1, 2010)
4-H Member must be enrolled in the 4-H program 30 days before date of show.

2. Eligibility of Animal: Exhibitors must have owned bird(s) 60 days prior of fair start date. All
domesticated land and waterfowl, and Poultry listed in the American Poultry Association’s “Standard of Perfection” and the
American Bantam Association’s “Bantam Standard” will be accepted for competition. Rules for judging set forth in these
publications will be strictly adhered to. Birds under 6 months of age will not be accepted. Mixed breeds will not be accepted.
Waterfowl and Miscellaneous fowl birds such as guineas, quail, doves, pigeons and pheasants will be limited to four-(4) pair
per exhibitor. Large birds such as turkeys, geese etc, shall be limited to one pair per exhibitor. These Exhibitors must furnish
their own cage, not to exceed 48 inches in height. Due to limited space these will be accepted on a first come, first serve
basis. Because of their pugnacious disposition, fighting gamecocks and hens will not be accepted.

3. Entry Form: The Exhibitor Release and Indemnification form must be completed, notarized and submitted

with the fair show registration form. Must be received no /ater than October 15" to ensure entry into the shows. Entries
received after October 11" will receive a phone call or email notice informing them of whether or not they will be given a space
in the show. Exhibitors are limited to 4 standard cages (6 birds Max) with not more than 1 male per pen. Incomplete,
Unsigned and late entry forms will lose 3 points.

4. All eggs laid during the show become the property of the fair association. Anyone removing eggs other than the show
superintendent will be asked to leave the fairgrounds and will not be invited back.

5. Special Exhibits: Exotic Bird or Fowl needing special pens must make arrangements with the Superintendent no later than 2
weeks before the Fair opens.

6. Health Requirements: Poultry and Fowl will be tested by a state livestock inspector on Receiving Date and animals may be
denied entry into the Fair. Fowl found containing mites will be dropped down one place. (i.e., Fowl has won a 1 place ribbon
and mites are found; fowl will be dropped to a 2™ place ribbon). State Health and U.S.D.A. requirement will supersede any
other rules or health requirements. F.D.A.C. has requested, if possible to arrange for testing at your farm or residence in
advance. Contact the superintendent for more information regarding this.

7. Removal Date: All Poultry and Fowl must be removed from the barn between 7:00pm and 8:30pm. The SJC Fair will not be
held responsible for any animal left in the barn. Any entries removed prior to this date and time will forfeit all premiums and
awards.

8. Record Books: are not required for Poultry and Fowl, but are parts of the Poultry High Point Award points system. Books are
available at the 4-H office.

9. Pouliry High Point Award: Exhibitors please underline the competitions you will be participating in on your entry form.
Showmanship and the Poultry show are Mandatory. Poultry show points will be averaged together to determine points given.
Please mark on your entry which one will be used for this. Other exhibited poultry may compete in other competitions (i.e.
crowing contest, fashion contest.).
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Chicken Fun Classes:
